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The Buddhist charter of free inquiry
* Do not believe in anything through revelation.

* Do not believe in anything through tradition handed down from the past.

* Do not believe in anything through hearsay.

* Do not believe in anything because it accords with the scriptures.

* Do not believe in anything through logic.

* Do not believe in anything because it is a point of view.

* Do not believe in anything through having considered the reasons.

* Do not believe in anything because one is convinced of some theory.

* Do not believe in anything through the testimony of some reliable person.

* Do not believe in anything thinking, “This person is a respected preacher.”

‘Kalamas, when you yourselves know what is bad, blameworthy and censured by the wise, abandon those things.
When you yourselves know that these things are good, not blameworthy, but praised by the wise, accept and practice them.’
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
